Collocated at Fort Lee, both museums offer 
zomplementary programs which support and 
enhance the Virginia Standards of Learning 
For HistorylSocial Studies, English and Visual Arts. Your visit in- 
cludes a me hour program in each museum. Your students become 
history investigators as they use primary sources from our collec- 
tions and archives to learn about people and events in the past. The 
program WhatlZlt? will help students develop critical thinking 
skills by analyzing artifacts to determine what they might have been 
used for, who might have used them and how they would have been 
used. It includes an exercise that develops skills for narrative, ex- 
pository and informational writings. What ' 8 in a Kudakm 
Moment? challenges students to compare and contrast, make con- 
nections between past and present, determine cause and effect, 
make inferences and generalizations and draw conclusions based 
on visual primary evidence from the museum ' s archives. This com- 
bi ned-program is tailored specifically for each grade level. For sec- 
ondary school grades the pre-visit includes a presentation on re- 
search methodology followed by a hands-on experience in the mu- 
seum using primary documents and artifacts. Students will partici- 
pate in an activity that requires them to report findings as a small 
group. This program includes a pre-visit to your classroom by a mu- 
seum teacher, grade-level appropriate program of activities and a 
gallery tour of both museums. Additionally, each teacher will receive 
post-visit lesson plan ideas and student activity booklets.

Go to the light, make lee travel a few hundred feet, US Army Women's Museum is second building on the 
left. 

Approach IT Lee from either W a r n  Blvd in Hopewell, or E. Washington St in Petmburg. 
If  approaching h n  Petasburg, make a right into the Lee Ave Gate. 
If approaching h m  Hopewell, make a left into the Lee A w  Gate. 
At next light make a right onto Lee Avenue, proceed though the Lee Ave Gate.
